The Japantown Craft Fair will showcase unique crafts, gift items, and clothing vendors from all over 
California.  In 2007, the Craft Fair brought in over 1,000 attendees. The turnout for the entire event is 
expected to increase this year with the new Japantown Island Jam which will include contemporary 
Hawaiian entertainment, children activities, and unique food. The combined events will be a major 
community attraction. 
 
Over the past three decades, JCYC has distinguished itself as one of the most innovative and successful 
youth organizations in San Francisco. Today, JCYC serves over 7,000 children and youth each year 
through services such as childcare, summer daycamp, college preparation, leadership development and 
youth employment.  The proceeds from this event will directly benefit its children’s programs such as 
Chibi Chan Preschool and the Tomodachi Summer Program and Teen Group.
